William Shakespeare

(1564 – 1616)

People all over the world knows W. Shakespeare, one of the greatest poets and dramatists. He was the father of the English poetry. He was born in the small English town of Stratford-upon-Avon and grew up in a large family. He had eight brothers and four sisters but many of them died very young. His father, John Shakespeare, made and sold gloves. He studied at school in Stratford. 

When he was nineteen, he married but soon he went to London and worked at a theatre. Then he started to write plays for the theatre. He earned money and could help his family in Stratford. He wrote 37 plays and some books of poems. His most famous tragedies are “Romeo and Juliet”, “Othello”, “Hamlet”. At the end of his life, he came back to his home town and died there.
Rudyard Kipling

(1865 – 1936)

R.Kipling, a famous English writer, was born in Bombay, India, where his father, a professor, worked at that time. Rudyard spent his childhood in India. When he was six years old, his parents sent the boy to England, where he went to school.

He came back to India when he was seventeen. At the age of twenty-one he published his first book of poems. Then he wrote a book of short stories about India. From 1887 till 1899, Kipling visited many countries and lived in America.

There he married an American girl. At that time he wrote some of his best books. They were children’s stories about animals. The most famous of his books is “Maugli”.

At the end of his life Kipling lived in a small village in England.

Daniel Defoe

(1660 – 1731)

One of the first novels in the history of English literature was “Robinson Crusoe” by Daniel Defoe. He was born in London in 1660. When he was a schoolboy, he began to write stories. After he finished school, Defoe began writing articles for newspapers. He visited a lot of countries and met a lot of interesting people. It helped him to write his stories.

In 1719 he wrote the novel “Robinson Crusoe”. He told the true story of a sailor. His ship crashed and he stayed alone on the island. He lived there for 28 years. He worked all the time and learned to make a lot of useful things. Children from different countries like reading about Robinson Crusoe’s adventures.

Mark Twain

(1835 -1910)

Mark Twain was a famous American writer. Hi real name was Samuel Clemens. “Mark Twain” was his pen name. He was born in a small town in the USA. The boy had a lot of friends at school. When he became a writer, he wrote about them in his books. When he was twelve, his father died and he had to start working. He become a printer. Then he wanted to be a sailor and worked on a ship. 

After some time he went to live in California and began to write short stories under the pen name of Mark Twain. He sent his stories to newspapers. In 1876 he published his best novel “The Adventures of Tom Sawyer”. Children from different countries know and like it very much.
