Класс: 10
Цели урока:

· развивать умение поиска, систематизации, обработки информационного материала при создании и презентации проектов;

· повысить мотивацию учащихся к изучению английского языка, оптимизируя процесс обучения с помощью проектной деятельности.

Необходимое оборудование и материалы: интерактивный комплекс для показа презентаций и видео, раздаточный дидактический материал.

Ход урока.
I.                  Организационный момент.
Teacher (T): Good morning, dear students! Glad to see you. I want to begin our lesson with a short video. Well, look at the screen and say what is happening and where? (Учащиеся просматривают ролик о цунами в Японии, продолжительность 1мин. 40 сек.)

(T): So, today we are going to speak about natural disasters and to learn more about the most dangerous of them. We’ll practice the vocabulary, listen to some information about interesting natural facts, speak about them and you’ll show me your presentations. By the end of the lesson you should be able to speak about natural disasters, know some new words by the topic, understand how it is important to live in a harmony with nature.
